Guidelines for Authors for Submission to
Microelectronics Reliability Special Issue
All authors of invited and accepted papers can submit a full paper for publication in the scheduled special issue of Microelectronics Reliability (MR) published by Elsevier. Please follow the instructions below when submitting your manuscript.
1. Procedure and Schedule
All papers are subjected to be reviewed by anonymous reviewers. To speed up the reviewing process, all communications and submission must be done via the journal online editorial system.

Important Dates:

Submission deadline: August 15, 2011
Available of first review report: before October 14, 2011

First revision submission deadline: October 31, 2011
Final version submission deadline: December 31, 2011
Tentative publication date: March 2012.
It is important that, in all stages, the authors should response promptly to the guest editors and the publisher. Any delay may cause the paper not to be published in the special issue. The authors should also take seriously with the reviewers’ comments to improve their manuscripts as far as possible. Further revision (if required) of a manuscript may cause it not to be included in the special issue or not to be published in the journal. 
2. How to prepare your manuscript

Paper length: Because of the constraint of the issue size, the papers for the special issue are limited to either a 6-page limit (about 6,000 words in total, see the rules below) for invited papers or a 4-page limit (4,000 words) for contributing papers. Here are the rules for estimating the paper length:
• Each page contains about 1,000 words including titles, abstracts, references etc. 
• A small figure/table may be counted as 250 words. A half page figure/table counts as 500 words. 
Manuscript format: Follow this order when typing manuscripts: Title, Authors, Affiliations, Abstract, Keywords, Main text, Acknowledgements, Appendix, References, Figure Captions and then Tables. Use double spacing and proper margins for the manuscript. Present tables and figure captions on separate pages at the end of the manuscript. Number all pages consecutively, use 12 pt font size and standard fonts. Please consult a recent issue of the journal or the journal website for the layout, style, reference format, artworks, conventions, etc.
Corresponding author: You should clearly indicate the author responsible for correspondence at all stages of refereeing and publication, including post-publication. Ensure that telephone and fax numbers (with country and area code) are provided in addition to the e-mail address and the complete mailing address. 
3. Where to submit
If you have submitted to the MR journal before and already have an account, you will simply need to Log In. New users will need to Register first before the submission. Full instructions are available on the journal website: http://ees.elsevier.com/mr/.  Note that you should assign your submission to the ICMAT Special Issue.
